Course Name: Drawing I 

Course Descriptions: Drawing I courses are designed to provide students with an introduction to 2-dimensional visual arts.  Using a variety of drawing mediums, students will explore concepts in line, value, shape, space and form.

Required Materials: The school will provide basic materials necessary for completing all standard project requirements.  Student may be asked to pay replacement fees for material damaged by purposeful misuse or negligence.  Please see the required materials check list in the student notebook  for a complete list.
Each student will be assigned boxes or drawers containing a collection of pencils, paint brushes and other tools that they will be using this semester. They will be sharing some of the material with other students in each period.  At the beginning of each class, you should check the materials in the box to make sure they are being cared for in the other classes.  Please report any issues immediately after class starts.  I expect usual wear and tear; however I will hold students responsible for brushes that are abused or unclean.  I will also hold students responsible for missing items like erasers and pencils.  The materials in the box are there for you to use, they are not yours.  Abuse of materials can result in a fine

Re-Do Policy low score on project points. 
You can supplement your points by doing any one of the following. 

1. Going to a local art gallery and completing an appropriate project statement for one of the pieces on display (Two statements will increase score by 1)

2. Reading a selected chapter in the text and completing the study questions. (Chapter reviews will increase score by 1)

You may do these as often as needed to achieve full points. The cut off for earning make up points is two weeks before grades are due. Only excused, pre-arranged absences or tardies can be made up.

You can not make up any missed points due to unexcused absence or tardies.

Student Policies, expectations and requirements:

1. Students are expected to meet and comply with the student expectations as outlined in the AHS Student Handbook 20010-20011.   (Please note school policy on cell phones) 

2. This is a studio-based elective class and students are expected to have a positive attitude and show a good work ethic. They should come to class prepared and ready to work.  

3. Instruction in design concepts and technique will be provided regularly and student will be given plenty of time to complete their work. I anticipate students with various levels of proficiency, so some students may complete projects quickly while other may need additional time.  This is why I ask students to complete a study of specific art concepts; some students may complete two or even three projects during a study, others may only complete one.  All projects submitted for a specific study will be graded as a unit. 

4. Students must use class time for projects studies.  Students will only be allowed extra time outside the classroom if they are using their classroom time to work.  However, completing work at home does not count as extra credit.  I hold the right to not accept any projects if I have not witnessed most of the creative process. 

5. Clear water bottles are acceptable for students to bring into class.  However, food is not allowed.  Please see the student handbook. 

6. You must clean up your own mess and clean your assigned area. 
7. You must take care of the materials and tools in your box; tools that have not been cared for or have been abused will result in a fine and a loss of project points.

Instructional Units and Grading Rubric
Elements of Art
Form, Line, Shape, Color, Texture, Space, Value
Form   is an element of art that is three-dimensional and encloses volume. Cubes, spheres, and cylinders are examples of various forms. Line   is an element of art which refers to the continuous mark made on some surface by a moving point. It may be two dimensional, like a pencil mark on a paper or it may be three dimensional (wire) or implied( the edge of a shape or form) often it is a outline, contour or silhouette.   Shape   is an enclosed space defined by other elements of art; shapes may take on the appearance of 2-d or 3-d objects.  Color   Is an element of art with three properties. 1) Hue, the name of the color, e.g. red, yellow, etc. 2) Intensity or  the purity and strength of the color such as brightness or dullness.  3) Value, or the lightness or darkness of the color. Texture refers to the surface quality or "feel" of an object, such as roughness, smoothness, or softness. Actual texture can be felt while simulated textures are implied by the way the artist renders areas of the picture. Space refers to the distance or area between, around, above or within things. It can be a description for both 2 and 3 dimensional portrayals.  Value describes the lightness or darkness of a color. Value is needed to express Volume.
Principles of Art
Emphasis, Balance, Harmony, Variety, Movement, Rhythm, Proportion, Unity
Emphasis     in a composition refers to developing points of interest to pull the viewer's eye to important parts of the body of the work.   Balance is a sense of stability in the body of work. Balance can be created by repeating same shapes and by creating a feeling of equal weight. Harmony  is achieved in a body of work by using similar elements throughout the work, harmony gives an uncomplicated look to your work.  Variety    refers to the differences in the work, You can achieve variety by using difference shapes, textures, colors and values in your work.    Movement       adds excitement to your work by showing action and directing the viewers eye throughout the picture plane. Rhythm is a type of movement in drawing and painting. It is seen in repeating of shapes and colors. Alternating lights and darks also give a sense of rhythm.   Proportion    or scale refers to the relationships of the size of objects in a body of work. Proportions gives a sense of size seen as a relationship of objects. such as smallness or largeness.       Unity    is seen in a painting or drawing when all the parts equal a whole. Your work should not appear disjointed or confusing.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
Surrealist self portraits use symbolistic art on a very personal level. This surreal pen & ink sketch (below) is the only one currently on display in the online art galleries. Surrealist self portraits allow one to look into the artist, beyond the physical reality. 
a black & white drawing does not begin as a statement of any sort, but then again most art doesn't: it just happens. Usually the interpretations (and understanding) come afterwards. That's part of the deal when working with your gut/subconscious: your head has to stay out of the way until after all of the work is done. THEN you let the head play with it all, AFTER the work is completed
In this portrait project, you will morph your face into one of three options. You will work from a digital photograph of yourself as well as images that are taken from 

1. an ethnic or cultural portrait image. 

2. An image of a animal portrait

3. A culturally accepted monster

4. A culturally accepted C yborg

5. You will morph two portraits that contain some type of conflict.  This conflict can be based on age, gender, emotional expression, ethnicity, etc.

6. Or a combination of two options

Research the option you wish to morph. 

Option #1. In this portrait option, you will depict yourself as a member of a tribe or culture. You can research their own ancestry and do a self portrait reflecting your cultural heritage. Students could even invent their own "cultural look" based on research. You will work from a digital photograph of yourself as well as images that are taken from an actual tribe or cultures . Research the tribe you wish to identify with. By adding features such as piercings, tattoos, body adornments, hairstyles, etc. that are indicative of that tribe or culture, you will become a “member” in your drawing. Why do you identify with that particular cultural group? What do you admire about these people?

Option #2. In this portrait option, you will depict yourself as a member of a partially animal.  You will work from a digital photograph of yourself as well as images of the animal you choose. Research the animal you wish to identify with. What are the physical features that are identified with this animal?  Why do you identify with that particular animal? What do you admire about this animal?

Option #1. In this portrait option, you will depict yourself or a member of your family with another portrait that has a significant difference in age, gender, emotional expression, ethnicity, etc. When selecting the initial image, what is the characteristic you want to compliment with an opposite?  Why is this characteristic of particular important to the person you selected. Research individuals with opposite characteristics whose portraits will align with the initial one you selected/

You might get an idea by looking again at the images you found either on the net or in a book from the library. It is helpful to look at the expression right before you are photographed so you can envision it on your face. You also need to decide how your face/head need to be positioned before we shot your photograph. Several shots will be taken.  In your sketch pad, create 4 boxes that are 5 inches by 7 inches.  Do quick, non-detailed sketches of your composite portrait. This helps you plan it out ahead of time so you will create the best composition. Remember this is a portrait. This means head, neck and some shoulder showing. Try combining the features in different ways before selecting one combination for your final drawing..
